Habitat: They don’t nest at Haystack Rock but are frequent visitors during the summer

months. Look for large, low flying flocks of them as they travel north to the Columbia River.
On occasion, hang out on exposed wall at west Needle.

Fun Fact: They incubate their eggs with the skin of their feet.
